137th ANNUAL MEETING, MAY 10, 2014

Call to order and welcome: Barbara Johansen called the meeting to order at 9:48 a.m.  Barbara expressed her gratitude to the bishops for joining us.  Barbara recognized all clergy present.  Janet Smart announced her committee for the Annual Meeting and thanked them: Christ Church, Warren, St. Augustine, Youngstown, St. James’, Boardman, St. Stephen’s, East Liverpool.
Credentials Report:  Mary Ann Fees, Clerk, reported that 19 parishes had preregistered and 19 are present; 46 voting delegates registered and 46 voting delegates present; 5 clergy registered and 5 clergy present; and 5 non-voting visitors registered and 5 non-voting visitors present.
Rules of the Annual Meeting: Kathy Stehno moved to approve the Rules of the Annual Meeting, Hilary Nerby seconded the motion.
The Secretary read the recommendation of the Executive committee that the designation of the Eucharistic Offering go to the NEOCORR, North East Ohio Coalition of Rescue and Restore.
Minutes: Lois LaFountain moved to accept the minutes from the 136th Annual Meeting as published in the yearbook. Anne Cole, seconded the motion.

Treasurer’s Report:  Sonia Miller reported that there were increases in several funds.  Expenditures for the 2014 – 2015 budget remain flat, with the exception of meals and tolls, which have been increased slightly. The Triennial budget line item has been increased, as well.

The budget was reviewed and approved as published.
